And late last month we were all devastated to hear of the tragic
accident that claimed the lives of Stephen and Neville. | did not know Neville all that well
but the size of his funeral showed that he was a well liked man and many spoke of his
mechanical abilities and his dream and passion for flight in his gyro.

| had known Stephen for 7 years, since his first
phone call when he was looking for a trial flight
and he has been a good friend ever since. Even
before he went for his first flight he had his heart
set on the M16 Magni. After the trial flight was
all he expected it to be he went off to arrange
the finances and in due course the Magni
turned up. It arrived with the South African
dealer and the instructor. After | had sorted the
paperwork to sign them off to fly in NZ, they in
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due course signed me off to fly the Magni and Stephen6s tr ai ning began.

our farm strip at Waitotara and he soloed on an evening flight on the 2/1/2004 at 7.30.

He took to flying like a duck to water and never looked back. Once he got his passenger
rating he was relentless in sharing his sport with others. He would put in many hours of
rides at all the fly-ins and fly the length and width of the country to spread the news of gyro
flight. As well as all that and building up a business he also found time to be our President
for the last 3 years as well as editor for the newsletter. Stephen has left a huge hole to fill
so thanks to those who have stepped up to the plate to fill in till the fly-in rolls around. We
already miss hearing the distinctive sound of the Magni going past or having him stop in for
a coffee on the way through. For such a small man he had a big impact on many lives.

Stephen grew up in Hawera doing an apprenticeship as a Joiner with a local firm. He and
his brother Sean, joined the NZ Territorial Army rising to Lance Corporal in 1984. From
here, Stephen started his own business making furniture progressing to making caskets
encouraged by the local firm, Cleggs. Stephen delivered caskets all over the North Island
in a horse float. Over time, the horse float was replaced by a small truck, then progressed
to a larger truck with a lifting device to allow unloading by one person. Throughout the
industry Stephen was well respected and when delivering caskets, if anyone was at the
funeral home, Stephen would go for a walk with his dog LeRoy, until the way was clear
before unloading goods. Stephen touched the lives of a huge number of people both
members of the public and association alike, becoming a personal friend to many of us.
He was always willing to travel to attend a fly -in and relentlessly fly to make the day a
success. He loved taking the locals for a look over their farm and learn the local history
getting a running commentary from his passengers along the way.

Stephen will be missed by all of us and is a great loss to the association and promotion of
the sport of Gyroplane flight.

Neville started his flying training in a RAF
2000 with PhiiHo o k e r i n t he
machine was sold before he went solo, so it
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was 2008 before he could resume Gyro flying in a UFO Helithruster.

Neville was Mr Citroen in Taranaki, establishing a Citroen Dealership in New Plymouth in
1968.He ran that business conjunction with his two sons and when he bought the UFO
Helithruster, his son Denis took over the New Plymouth business which allowed Neville to
work on the Gyro and work part time on Citroens which gave him a great amount of
satisfaction. Neville baght a partially finished Gillespie UFO Helithruster and over the
past six years completed the Gyro to a flying standard, had it certified, and was in the
process of learning to fly the Gyro ZRAZ when sadly he was killed when it crashed at
Hawera in Noveber this year.

He was a very good mechanical engineer and often solved problems that were complex and
they always worked well, one example was a mechanicalopaeor for a RAF 2000 which

would easily spin the rotors up to 200 plus RPM, and this wa® rimach some high tech
Citroen GS parts.

Nevill eds approach was to build his hours
necessary to safely fly a Gyro in all conditions, discussing in detail what happened in each
phase of flight.

| spoke to Nevilletwo days before the crash and he was very much looking forward to
getting proficient in the UFO and we discussed the various flying characteristics of an
enclosed Gyro and some of the differences that the UFO exhibited compared to a RAF
2000 or my own McClloch J2.

Neville is survived by his wife Rhonda, and children Angela, Katherine, Janice, Denis and
Andrew and ten grandchildren.

We have kept inouch sharing the occasional joke or news. His initial move was to Caboolture north of
Brisbane, near enough to a-@0nute drive from my daughters place in Kippa Ring. They subsequently

moved to Kingaroy 2 % hours inland from Caboolture. And recehdly thnoved again to Wattlecamp, 25

mi nutes out of Kingaroy. They dondét measure distance
to get wherever they are going.

So when we planned the 10 day holiday to Brisbane to catch up with famviyg i given that we would also

look up Darrell. We arrived at lunchtime Friday to find Darrell and Hans unloading the trailer. The recent
move to Wattlecamp was only a week old and still incomplete. We managed 3 additional trailer loads before
we depamtd again Monday morning.
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Hans was ex air force with family roots in the region, a wonderful storyteller who just incidentally owned a

single seat gyro that wuntil the recent move had been
shedi s Darrell 8s two seat undergoing a rebuild and t|
(gyros).

In town we stopped at the shopping mall for a drink and on the way out Darrell hailed one of two policemen
loading their wagon with a few dozenfsdrinks. The big guy was Tim Farran, someone Darrell had met

when his partner sought Darrell out to buy Tim a gyro embossed shirt. Tim had an old Bensen type machine
powered with a 503 Rotax with Jack Allen blades that had been in a sort of retireDemmeéll seemed to

think that he wasndét exactly the flavour of the mont
his machine.

The following morning it was off to Wondai to meet with Tim and Allan Wardill who was flying up from
Cabooltue to check Tim out for a licence renewal. As we approached Wondai we spotted Allan as he joined
overhead in his Raftor. Tim was late arriving but soon had the rotors on the machine ready to go. It was an
interesting airfield; grass, 2 kilometres lorsgemingly half a mile wide with a building that served as a
clubhouse for whoever was on site and three or four hangars. The gliding fraternity was present as were the
fire watch team with water bladder and fuel tanker and aircraft (water bomber) lineédypto go. The
previous day they had been out dealing to grass fires on the horizon.

Back to Tim and Allan. Allan briefed Tim who then dragged the machine clear of the spectators which
included his sergeant boss and another workeague, completed his pfiight and then gave a healthy heave

on the pull start. It came away in his hand. These are vexing pieces of machinery as the next 50 minutes
demonstrated.

third takeoff run Tim got the gyro into the air. When briefing Tim Allan had told him to stay within the
environment of the airfield for safetind visibility, he had to be seen to satisfy the test regime. Then over the

The Raftoris an interesting looking beast. It has a RAF type cockpit, a 2.5 litre Subaru, Patroney rotors and

prop, and a tall tail. An interesting propeller, you can see the curled tips in the photo. They give something

like a 5% increase in thrust. Allan hadpected the flight time from Caboolture would be around 1 hr 30

mins but he shaved 15 minutes off that with a tail wind. Unless the wind changed his return trip would be
somewhat longer. Allan is the ASRA Operations officer and instructor with thousahdsh our 6s ai r t i me
al so happens to be a Qantas captain. Unfortunately

There is of course more to the Darrell story but | doubt that the gyro fraternity will be iateseswill stop
here. He wished to be remembered to everyone and is looking forward to catching up at Dannevirke in
2010.
